Whoever does not carry his own cross and come after me
cannot be my disciple...Anyone of you who does not renounce
all his possessions cannot be my disciple. We tend to think of
the crosses that we bear as disorders, complications,
disappointments — even people! — we are forced to endure. Our
crosses demand so much time and energy from us; most days we
would like to lay our crosses aside and never pick them up again.
But our real crosses — be it a chronic illness, lesson plans, a talent
to serve, an ability to listen — can be sources of hope, of joy, of
discovery, of life for ourselves and others. Christ calls those who
would be his disciples to imitate his spirit of humble generosity
and compassion by picking up those crosses for the sake of others
who are stumbling under heavier crosses than ours. The faith we
embrace in baptism is the unfailing hope that we can transform
whatever crosses we carry in our lives into instruments of
resurrection.
